CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Pasternak, President of Council, called the Regular Meeting to order at 8:00 p.m.

Mr. Lawrence noted that the new school in White Oak would soon be completed and asked if
the Borough had approached the school district about acquiring the old White Oak School site.
The site could be used by the Borough for a number of purposes.
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Mr. Pasternak noted the Borough has already approached the school district about turning the
White Oak School site over to the Borough once it is no longer needed. The district indicated it
would consider the Borough’s request.

Mr. Petro commented that when the White Oak School District was required to merge with the
McKeesport School District all school properties were turned over to McKeesport. He noted it
believed there was language that if t he properties were no longer used for educational
purposes then the sites had to be returned to the municipality.

Mr. Pasternak turned the meeting over to Council member Ronald Massung.

Mr. Massung asked introduced Chief Paul Falavolito of White Oak EMS and asked him to make
an announcement regarding EMS.

Chief Falavolito, White Oak EMS, noted that three (3) years ago EMS approached Council to
offer a better service to the community. At that time EMS started the process of obtaining
national accreditation. Receiving this national accreditation is comparable to wining the World
Series, Super Bowl or Stanley Cup. Mr. Falavolito stated the mission to achieve this
acknowledgement has been achieved. White Oak EMS is one (1) of seven (7) services in the
state, one (1) three (3) in Allegheny County and one of 108 in the United States and Canada to
become accredited.

Council offered congratulations to EMS on this achievement.
