CALL TO ORDER 
 
Mr. Petro, President of Council, called the Regular Meeting to order at 8:00 p.m. 
 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
 
Mr. Petro led those attending in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Secretary Nancy Greenland.

EXECUTIVE SESSION 
 
Mr. Leckman stated there were various sessions held and during such sessions pending 
litigation and personnel matters were discussed.   
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS  
 
Mr. Petro advised those in attendance that Council is unable to respond to any questions 
regarding legal or personnel matters at the public meeting and that anyone wishing to speak 
would be limited to three (3) minutes. 
 
Charmin Cook – 601 Will Court 
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Ms. Cook noted she lives along a private road, Will Court, which was damaged when one of the 
fire trucks (Rainbow) tipped over on its side.  The fire truck was responding to a fire call at 
another residence along Will Court.  This occurred on April 14.  She indicated that in September 
of last year she put own money into putting 5 inches of material on the cart way for a length of 
approximately ½ mile.   She noted the road fill is now gone where the accident occurred and 
asked who was responsible for repairs.  She further commented this is the only access for the 
residents along this private road to get water and heating oil.   
 
Mr. Petro stated that unfortunately because Will Court is a private lane the municipality can not 
do anything to the cart way. He indicated he had spoken with the Chief at Rainbow regarding 
the matter and was advised that an insurance adjustor had or will be out to look at the cart way.   
He asked Ms. Cook to provide her phone number and he would then turn the phone number 
over to the Chief at Rainbow.  
 
Mark Stanchik - 350 Twin Springs Road 
 
Mr. Stanchik indicated the insurance adjustor was already out and did look at the damage to the 
road.  He indicated that his private road, which the truck ended up on, on its side, was also 
damaged and expressed concern that if something wasn’t done with Will Court that it could slip 
down onto his lane. 
 
Mr. Petro also asked Mr. Stanchik for his phone number and indicated he would turn it over to 
the Chief at Rainbow.

HEALTH, ENVIRONMENT AND CABLE 
 
Mr. Davis, Chairperson, stated he had a motion to introduce and several announcements to 
make. 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Davis, seconded by Mr. Pasternak, authorizing the proper officials to 
file a municipal lien against Donald and Patricia Sharbaugh, 430 Oliver Drive, Block & Lot 551-
N-57, in the amount of $855.36, for delinquent sewer and garbage fees 
 
Motion carried unanimously. 
 
Mr. Davis announced the Annual Clean-up Day was held Saturday, May 16th.  He thanked all 
who participated – including the RVFC, WO#1VFC, WOEMS and particular the vendors who 
provided refreshments and prizes. 
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Mr. Davis announced the Annual Rabies Clinic is set for Saturday, May 23 rd from 12:00 noon 
until  2:00 p.m.   There is no charge for the rabies vaccine for residents’ pets.  For non-
residents’ pet the fee is $10.00.  Additional inoculations DHLPP and Bordetella for dogs will be 
available, as well as, the FVRCP and FELV for cats.  The fee for these inoculations is $15.00 
each. 
 
PARKS AND RECREATION AND COG REPRESENTATIVE  
 
Mr. Pasternak stated the pool is set to open Monday, May 25 at 12:00 noon.   The early bird 
pass rate has been extended until May 25.  Passes can be purchased at the Municipal Building 
through close of business on Friday May 22.  Once the pool opens pass will be sold at the pool. 
 
Mr. Pasternak noted the Memorial Day Parade is scheduled to start at 12:30 p.m. on Monday, 
May 25th. 
 
Mr. Pasternak announced Twin Rivers COG will be holding an Open House at its new offices on 
June 26th. 
 
A motion was made by Mr.  Pasternak, seconded by Mr. Babyak, authorizing the proper officials 
to file grant applications for demolition of several structures within the Borough and an energy 
audit of the Municipal Building.  Funding for these grants will be supplied through the County’s 
DCED Programs.
